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Sažetak  
 „Strategije inkluzivnosti, obrazovanja i pismenosti u okviru Erasmus+ akreditacije GKMM-a od 
2024. – 2027.“ fokusiraju se na ključne ciljeve Gradske knjižnice Marka Marulića Split u sklopu 
Erasmus + projekta GKMM-a.  Program obuhvaća unapređenje inkluzivnosti, obrazovnih programa 
i pismenosti u lokalnoj zajednici. Prvi cilj je razvijanje jezičnih kompetencija kroz tečajeve engleskog 
jezika za osobe s manje mogućnosti, što će im omogućiti bolje snalaženje u turizmu i tehnologiji. 
Drugi cilj je povećanje inkluzivnosti stranih državljana pokretanjem tečajeva hrvatskog i engleskog 
jezika, uz predavanja o hrvatskoj kulturi, dok treći cilj obuhvaća promicanje financijske, pravne i 
informacijske pismenosti. Program uključuje razvoj kompetencija zaposlenika kroz mobilnosti i 
stručna usavršavanja, s ciljem jačanja društvene kohezije i podrške razvoju inkluzivnog društva.

Abstract
