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Vaznost pristupa odozdo u jacanju urbane odrzivosti i otpornosti: primjer
hrvatskih gradova

Sazetak

Vaznost pristupa odozdo (eng. bottom-up approach) u unapredenju urbane odrZivosti i otpornosti
prepoznata je u brojnim europskim gradovima. Posljednjih godina gradovi su postigli znacajan
uspjeh u provodenju promjena zahvaljujudi usvajanju suvremenih instrumenata participacije i
osnazivanju suradnje izmedu gradana i tijela javne uprave. OsnaZena horizontalna i vertikalna
suradnja unutar gradova kao i aktivno sudjelovanje neformalnih aktera u procesima donosenja
javnih politika preduvjet su za ostvarivanje odrzivih, ukljucivih i otpornih gradova. U mnogim
gradovima, neformalni akteri imaju klju¢nu ulogu u pokretanju promjena koje poti¢u zelenu
transformaciju, socijalnu ukljucivost, odrzivo gospodarstvo i drustvenu otpornost. U izlaganju ¢e se
analizirati nekoliko primjera dobre prakse primjene pristupa odozdo i njegovog doprinosa
poboljsanju kvalitete Zivota gradana te osnaZivanju lokalne zajednice da aktivno sudjeluje u
procesima donoSenja odluka. Provedena analiza ponuditi ¢e prakticne uvide i preporuke za
hrvatske gradove koji Zele unaprijediti svoju urbanu odrZzivost i otpornost kroz aktivno sudjelovanje
gradana.

Abstract

The importance of the bottom-up approach in enhancing urban sustainability and resilience has
been recognized in numerous European cities. In recent years, cities have achieved significant
success in driving change through the adoption of modern participatory tools and strengthening
collaboration between citizens and public authorities. Enhanced horizontal and vertical
cooperation within cities, as well as the active involvement of informal actors in public policy-
making processes, are prerequisites for creating sustainable, inclusive, and resilient cities. In many
cities, informal actors play a key role in initiating changes that promote green transformation, social
inclusivity, a sustainable economy, and social resilience. This presentation will analyze several
examples of best practices in the application of the bottom-up approach and its contribution to
improving the quality of life for citizens and empowering local communities to actively participate
in decision-making processes. The analysis will offer practical insights and recommendations for
Croatian cities aiming to enhance their urban sustainability and resilience through active citizen
participation.
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
