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Razvoj zelenih knjiznica u Hrvatskoj
Sazetak
Hrvatske knijiznice su ve¢ 2011. godine pokusale ponuditi rjeSenje za klimatske probleme te ostalu
okolisSnu i eticku problematiku kroz projekt Zelenih knjiznica. Ideja je krenula iz Pule kao projekt
DrusStva bibliotekara Istre. U 13 godina projekta organizirano je preko 180 javnih aktivnosti u kojima
je sudjelovalo oko 8000 korisnika. Predavadi su vrhunski hrvatski stru¢njaci iz podru¢ja odrzivog
drustvaizastite okolisa. Teme koje se obraduju kroz projekt su: bioraznolikost, tranzicija u nefosilno
drustvo, zdrava hrana i organska poljoprivreda, zaStita okoliSa, poStena trgovina, odrast, etika,
permakultura, sukob javnih i privatnih interesa, problem otpada, obnoviljivi izvori energije, odrzivo
drustvo, urbani vrtovi, klimatske promjene, ekoloska arhitektura, dobra ekonomija, eti¢na banka
itd. Istarski model zelene knjiZznice potaknuo je Sirenje ,,zelenih“ programa na nacionalnoj razini u
svim vrstama knjiznica. Hrvatsko knjizni¢arsko drustvo, kao krovna knjizni¢arska udruga, uklju¢uje
se u fazi Sirenja ideje vec 2014. godine osnivanjem Radne grupe za zelene knjiznice (kasnije postaje
komisija) koja od tada aktivho promice zelene programe te kroz njih povezuje knjizni¢arsku
zajednicu. Komisija je u suradnji s NSK 2017. godine organizirala ,,Zeleni festival- Let's go green u
Zagrebu, zatim dvije medunarodne konferencije o zelenim knjiZznicama koje su se odrzale u Zagrebu
2018. i 2023. godine, te nekoliko tribina u sklopu projekta NSK ,,Zelena knjiznica za zelenu
Hrvatsku. Komisija od 2015. godine kontinuirana svake godine organizira Zajedni¢ku akciju
,,Pokrenimo zelene knijiznice*.
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Development of Green Libraries in Croatia

Abstract

Already in 2011, Croatian libraries tried to offer a solution to climate problems and other
environmental and ethical issues through the Green Libraries project. The idea started in Pula as a
project of the Society of Librarians of Istria. In the 13 years of the project, over 180 public activities
were organized in which around 8,000 users participated. The lecturers are top Croatian experts in
the field of sustainable society and environmental protection. The topics covered by the project
are: biodiversity, transition to a non-fossil society, healthy food and organic agriculture,
environmental protection, fair trade, growing up, ethics, permaculture, conflict of public and
private interests, waste problem, renewable energy sources, sustainable society, urban gardens,
climate change, ecological architecture, good economy, ethical bank, etc. The Istrian green library
model encouraged the spread of ""green" programs at the national level in all types of libraries. The
Croatian Library Association, as an umbrella librarian association, is involved in the phase of
spreading the idea already in 2014 with the establishment of the Working Group for Green Libraries
(later becoming a commission), which has since then been actively promoting green programs and
connecting the library community through them. In 2017, the Commission, in cooperation with NSK,
organized the "Green Festival - Let's go green" in Zagreb, then two international conferences on
green libraries that took place in Zagreb in 2018 and 2023, and several forums as part of the NSK
project "Green library for a green Croatia". Since 2015, the Commission has continuously organized
the Joint Action "Let's Start Green Libraries" every year.
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
