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Jednakost i razlicitost : normativne baze podataka imena

Sazetak

Suvremeni knjizni¢ni modeli i standardi ukljucuju atribute (vrste podataka koje opisuju odredene
instancije entiteta) kojima se u knjizni¢nim informacijskim sustavima, medu ostalim, opisuje entitet
agent. Rad iznosi nedoumice kod opisa osobe kao podvrste entiteta agent s obzirom na atribute
(obiljezja) kojima se ona moze opisati. Da bi se postigla svrha normativnog nadzora imena,
potrebno je jednoznacno identificirati osobu $to moze ukljucivati i podatke koji se mogu smatrati
osjetljivima, npr. rod, nacionalna, rasna, etnicka i vjerska pripadnost.

U suvremenom informacijskom okruzenju normativne baze podataka nalaze se pred zahtjevima za
biljezenjem sve veleg broja podataka o osobama koji mogu ukljucivati i podatke osjetljive prirode.
Primarni izvor podataka viSe nije sama jedinica grade ve¢ bilo koji pouzdan izvor.

lako bibliografski standardi daju opcenite upute o odabiru obiljeZja kojima se identificira osoba i
poticu koristenje strukturiranih podataka (nadziranih popisa ifili rje¢nika) i identifikatora, u praksi
ostaje na procjeni i odluci katalogizatora koji podaci zalaze u podrudje etike i smatra li se podatak
znadajnim za korisnika.

Bududi da nadzirane pristupnice imaju klju¢nu ulogu u identifikaciji agenata, katalogizator bi trebao
zabiljeziti podatke o osobi onako kako se ona sama identificira i izri¢ito deklarira i uzeti u obzir
pravne propise o zastiti osobnih podataka.
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Abstract

Modern library models and standards include an attribute (data types that describe specific
instances of an entity) that is described in library information systems as, among others, an entity
agent. The paper raises doubts about the description of a person as a subtype of entity agent
regarding the attributes (characteristics) with which it can be described. To achieve the purpose of
name authority control, it is necessary to unambiguously identify the person who can be included
and data that can be considered sensitive, for example gender, national, racial, ethnic and religious
affiliation.

In the modern information environment, authority databases are faced with requirements for
recording an increasing amount of data about people, which may also include data of a sensitive
nature. The primary source of data is no longer the resource itself, but any reliable source.
Although the bibliographic standards give general instructions on the selection of characteristics
used to identify a person and encourage the use of structured data (controlled lists and/or
dictionaries) and identifiers, in practice it remains up to the cataloguer to assess and decide which
data fall into the field of ethics and whether the data is considered significant for user.



Since authorized access points play a key role in the identification of agents, the cataloguer should
record information about a person as he himself identifies and explicitly declares and consider legal
regulations on the protection of personal data.
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
