Sazetak

Rad prikazuje razloge pokretanja i razvoj projekta Znacajne knjiznicarke u Hrvatskoj u drugoj
polovici 20. stoljeca. Projekt je pokrenut u svrhu povecanja vidljivosti doprinosa Zena profesiji
hrvatskoga knjiznicarstva.

Djelovanje i doprinos Zena knjiznicarskoj profesiji u Hrvatskoj gotovo je neistrazeno podrucje, stoga
se namece potreba za temeljnim istraZivanjem, javnim predstavljanjem i sustavnom valorizacijom.
U radu se prikazuju ciljevi prve faze pokrenutog projekta kojim se Zeli upoznati i senzibilizirati Siru
javnost o znacajnom doprinosu Zena stru¢nom razvoju knjiznicarstva u Hrvatskoj. Ovaj doprinos
Zena moze se primijeniti i na druge vidove drustvenog i gospodarskog Zivota, Sto u konacnici
doprinosi i daljnjem razvoju knjiznicarstva kao struke.

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Notable female librarians in Croatia in the second half of 20th century: a contribution to

Abstract

The paper discusses the reasons for initiating the project Notable Women Librarians in Croatia in
the Second Half of the 20th Century, as well as its development. The project's purpose is to
highlight and make more visible the contributions of women to the field of Croatian librarianship.
The activity and contributions of Croatian women in librarianship is a largely under-researched area,
which creates a need for foundational research, public presentation, and systematic recognition.
The first phase of the project aims to introduce this topic to the general public and raise awareness
in the broader community about the significant contributions of women to the professional
development of librarianship in Croatia. This contribution extends beyond the profession itself and
reflects broader aspects of social and economic life, which, in turn, support the further
development of librarianship as a field.

This project offers valuable insights not only for the librarianship profession but also for the
preservation and appreciation of Croatia’s rich cultural heritage.
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
