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Od anomije do autonomije - bitka za svakog Citatelja

Sazetak

Promijenjena drustvena stvarnost, silovit razvoj informacijskih tehnologija, globalizacija i migracije
redefiniraju poloZaj knjiznica u drustvu, kao i vrstu i znacaj usluga koje pruzaju. Nova uloga knjiznica
propituje se u kontekstu neoliberalnog kapitalizma i konzumeristickog drusStva, novih oblika
pismenosti, kulturnih i kreativnih industrija te druStvene pravednosti u dostupnosti knjiznica.
Nepismenost je u suvremenim drustvima, pa tako i u Hrvatskoj, prakticki iskorijenjena, a pristup
kulturi demokratiziran. Knjiznice nastoje osigurati slobodan pristup informacijama i citalackim
materijalima za sve gradane. Izlaganje problematizira kontekst u kojem to ¢ine, odnosno druStveni
fenomen koji Mario Vargas Llosa naziva civilizacijom spektakla — stanje u kojem prvo mjesto na
vazecoj ljestvici vrijednosti zauzima zabava i bijeg od dosade. lako je takav Zivotni ideal posve
legitiman, odlikuje se zatupljuju¢om rutinom i donosi banalizaciju kulture. Izlaganje propituje kakvu
ulogu ima Komisija za Citanje u svemu tome, te moze li svojim aktivhostima utjecati na polozaj
c¢itanja kao kulturne i drustvene vrijednosti u RH.
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From Anomie to Autonomy - a Battle for Every Reader

Abstract

The changed social reality, the rapid development of information technology, globalization and
migration redefine the very position of libraries in society, as well as the type and importance of
the services they provide. The new role of libraries is questioned in the context of neoliberal
capitalism and consumerist society, new forms of literacy, cultural and creative industries, and
social justice in the accessibility of libraries.

llliteracy has been practically eradicated in modern societies, including Croatia, and access to
culture has been democratized. Libraries strive to ensure free access to information and reading
materials for all citizens. The presentation problematizes the context in which they do so, that is,
the social phenomenon that Mario Vargas Llosa calls the civilization of the spectacle — a state in
which the first place on the current scale of values is occupied by fun and escape from boredom.
Although such an ideal of life is completely legitimate, it brings a trivialization of culture. The
presentation specifically examines the role of the Reading Committee in all this, and whether its
activities can positively influence the position of reading as a cultural and social value in the
Republic of Croatia.
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
