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Posvecenost visokoskolskih knjiznica u Hrvatskoj zelenom knjiznicarstvu

Sazetak

Visokoskolske knjiznice mogu podrzati zeleno knjiznicarstvo oblikovanjem odrzivih strategija,
organizacijom edukacija o odrzivosti, otvaranjem usluga prema zajednici, poticanjem zelene
pismenosti i sl. Veca istraZivanja razvoja visokoskolskih knjiznica prema zelenom knjiznicarstvu na
nacionalnom nivou provedena su u SAD-u, Australiji i Nigeriji. Na podrucju Hrvatske dosad su
predstavljeni slucajevi zelenog knjiznicarstva u visokoskolskim knjiznicama od kojih se mogu
izdvojiti Knjiznica Filozofskog fakulteta Sveudilista u Zagrebu i Knjiznica Gradevinskog i
arhitektonskog fakulteta Osijek. Primije¢eno je da dosad nije provedeno istrazivanje o razvoju
visokoskolskih knjiznica prema zelenom knjizni¢arstvu na razini Hrvatske.

Ovim izlaganjem predstavit e se istraZivanje o stanju visokoSkolskih knjiznica u Hrvatskoj u okviru
zelenog knjiznicarstva s naglaskom na zgradu knjiznice, zeleno poslovanje te odrzive knjiznicne
usluge. Sredisnji dio istraZivanja provest ¢e se metodom ankete, uz pomo¢ mreznog upitnika na
uzorku visokoSkolskih knjiznica u Hrvatskoj. Kao podloga za upitnik koristit ¢e se pitanja postavljena
u upitniku kojim su ispitivane narodne knjiznice i njihov put prema zelenom knjizni¢arstvu 2020.,
autora Vrane i Zecevi¢, a koja ce biti prilagodena visokoskolskim knjiznicama. Rezultatima
istrazivanja utvrdit ¢e se koliko su visokoSkolske knjiznice u Hrvatskoj usmjerene na zeleno
knjiznicarstvo, i skrenut ce se pozornost na potencijalne barijere uz savjete za njihovo
prevladavanje.

Commitment of Higher Education Libraries in Croatia to Green Librarianship

Abstract

Higher education libraries can support green librarianship by developing sustainable strategies,
organising sustainability education, extending services to the community, promoting green
literacy, and more. Major studies on the development of higher education libraries towards green
librarianship at the national level have been conducted in the USA, Australia, and Nigeria. In Croatia,
cases of green librarianship in higher education libraries have been presented, with the Library of
the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences in Zagreb and the Faculty of Civil Engineering and
Architecture Library in Osijek standing out. It has been noted that no research has yet been
conducted on the development of higher education libraries towards green librarianship at the
national level in Croatia.



This presentation will introduce research on the state of higher education libraries in Croatia within
the framework of green librarianship, focusing on the library building, green operations, and
sustainable library services. The central part of the research will be conducted through a survey
method, using an online questionnaire distributed to a sample of higher education libraries in
Croatia. The questionnaire will be based on the questions posed in the survey that examined public
libraries and their journey towards green librarianship in 2020, by Vrana and Zedcevi¢, with
adjustments made to suit higher education libraries. The research results will determine the extent
to which higher education libraries in Croatia are oriented towards green librarianship and will
highlight potential barriers, along with suggestions for overcoming them.
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
