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Razvoj knjiznicarskih kompetencija za nove izazove: aktivnosti gradanske
znanosti u knjiznicama

Sazetak

Knjizni¢ari kontinuirano nadograduju kompetencije kako bi aktivno sudjelovali u informacijskom
drustvu te osnaZivali zajednice u kojima djeluju olakSavanjem pristupa znanju i informacijama. U
tom kontekstu knjiZznice mogu igrati znacajnu ulogu u promicanju gradanske znanosti (eng. citizen
science) podrzavajudi sudjelovanje Sire javnosti u znanstvenim istraZivanjima, promovirajudi
znanstvenu pismenost te podupirudi vezu izmedu znanosti i zajednice. Centar za stalno stru¢no
usavrsavanje knjiznicara u Republici Hrvatskoj (CSSU) ukljucio je webinar Gradanska znanost u
knjiznicama u program 2023. u svrhu upoznavanja knjiznicarske zajednice sa samim konceptom te
mogucnostima primjene. Na temelju pregleda literature i dosadasnijih istraZivanja identificirane su
kompetencije potrebne za provodenje aktivnosti gradanske znanosti u knjiznicama. Za potrebe
istraZivanja provedena je anketa kako bi se utvrdilo koje kompetencije knjiznicari trenutacno imaju
te za koje im je potrebna dodatna izobrazba.
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Developing Librarian Competencies for New Challenges:
Citizen Science Activities in Libraries

Abstract

Librarians continuously enhance their competencies to actively participate in the information
society and empower the communities they serve by facilitating access to knowledge and
information. In this context, libraries can play a significant role in promoting citizen science by
supporting broader public participation in scientific research, fostering scientific literacy, and
strengthening the connection between science and the community. The Centre for Continuous
Professional Development of Librarians in the Republic of Croatia (CSSU) included the webinar
"Citizen Science in Libraries" in its 2023 programme to familiarise the library community with the
concept and its potential applications. Based on a review of the literature and previous research,
the competencies required for conducting citizen science activities in libraries have been identified.
A survey was conducted to determine which competencies librarians currently possess and which
areas require further training.
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
