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Bastinska glazbena grada kao temelj znanstvenih istrazivanja u kontekstu
gradanske znanosti u knjiznicama

Sazetak

Gradanska znanost koncept je koji podrazumijeva znanstveno istrazivanje koje provode u cijelosti
ili djelomicno clanovi Sire javnosti, obicno amaterski neprofesionalni znanstvenici. Knjiznice mogu
biti institucije koje podupiru provodenje aktivnosti gradanske znanosti s obzirom na to da mogu
osigurati organizacijsku podrsku i sudionike. Ovim izlaganjem predstavit e se aktivnost gradanske
znanosti o glazbenoj inteligenciji u funkciji nacionalne bastine koju je provela Nacionalna i
sveuciliSna knjiznica u Zagrebu u povodu Festivala znanosti 2024. godine. Istrazivanje je provedeno
na temelju zvucnih zapisa koji se nalaze u Zbirci muzikalija i audiomaterijala, a pripadaju ostavstini
skladatelja Silvija Foreti¢a. Sudionici su bili uc€enici osnovnih i srednjih glazbenih Skola koji su
analizirali razli¢ite elemente glazbenoga djela, kao Sto su izvodacki sastav, vrste glazbenih i
neglazbenih zvukova, jezika i drugih glazbenih karakteristika. Izlaganjem ce se predstaviti
organizacijski aspekt ove aktivnosti kao i rezultati istrazivanja.
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Musical Resources as the Basis for Scientific Research in the Context of
Citizen Science in Libraries

Abstract

Citizen science is a concept that encompasses scientific research conducted in whole or in part by
members of the public, usually amateur non-professional scientists. Libraries can be institutions
that support the implementation of citizen science activities, given that they can provide
organizational support and participants. This presentation will present the citizen science activity
on musical intelligence linked with the national heritage, which was carried out by the National and
University Library in Zagreb on the occasion of Festival znanosti 2024. (Science Festival 2024). The
research was conducted based on sound recordings found in the Music Collection, which belong to
the legacy of composer Silvio Foreti¢. The participants were students from primary and secondary
music schools who analysed various elements of a musical work, such as the medium of
performance, types of musical and non-musical sounds, language and other musical characteristics.
Also, organizational aspect of this activity as well as the research results will be presented.
