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Kako povezati aktivnosti gradanske znanosti i odrzivi razvoj?

Sazetak

Knjiznice u svijetu posljednjih su godina polako pocele provoditi aktivnosti gradanske znanosti, a
cilj ove radionice je potaknuti knjizni¢are na promisljanje o nacinima povezivanja aktivnosti
gradanske znanosti i odrzivog razvoja. U radionici ¢e se ukratko predstaviti 17 ciljeva odrzivog
razvoja i povezati ih s aktivnostima gradanske znanosti u knjiznicama. Pojasnit ¢e se i temeljni
organizacijski elementi aktivnosti gradanske znanosti. Ishod ove radionice je potaknuti knjiznicare
na integraciju aktivnosti gradanske znanosti unutar knjizni¢nih programa, s posebnim naglaskom
na doprinos ciljevima odrZivog razvoja. Knjiznicari ¢e stedi prakti¢na znanja o tome kako organizirati
i provoditi projekte gradanske znanosti koji angaZziraju zajednicu i promoviraju odrzivost. Takoder,
razumjet ¢e kako ucinkovito koristiti resurse i razviti partnerstva koja podrzavaju ciljeve odrzivog
razvoja.
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How to Connect Citizen Science Activities and Sustainable Development?

Abstract

Libraries around the world have slowly begun to implement citizen science activities inrecent years.
The aim of this workshop is to encourage librarians to reflect on ways to connect citizen science
activities with sustainable development. The workshop will briefly present the 17 Sustainable
Development Goals and link them to citizen science activities in libraries. The fundamental
organisational elements of citizen science activities will also be explained.

The outcome of this workshop is to motivate librarians to integrate citizen science activities within
library programmes, with a particular emphasis on contributing to the Sustainable Development
Goals. Librarians will gain practical knowledge on how to organise and conduct citizen science
projects that engage the community and promote sustainability. Additionally, they will understand
how to effectively utilise resources and develop partnerships that support sustainable
development goals.
