Sazetak

Spikaonica je stalni program Djeljeg odjela Narodne knjiznice ,,Petar Preradovi¢“ Bjelovar
namijenjen ucenicima i nastavnicima sedmih i osmih razreda osnovne 3kole te ucenicima i
nastavnicima srednjih Skola. Radi se o ciklusu od 8 radionica i/ili parlaonica te predavanja koje se
odrzavaju jednom mjese¢no u dogovorenom terminu tijekom S3kolske godine. Svaka
radionica/predavanje ima svoju temu koja je povezana s odredenim datumom ili prigodom u
mjesecu u kojem se odrZava, kojima na nacionalnoj ilimedunarodnoj razini ukazujemo na npr. zdrav
Zivot, toleranciju, razli¢itost, mentalno zdravlje, o¢uvanje prirode, kulturne bastine, identiteta itd.
Mladi imaju priliku aktivno sudjelovati, iznositi svoje stavove i misljenja. Ideja je i povezivanje
knjizni¢arske struke i razli¢itih skupina profesionalaca zainteresiranih za rad s mladima (stru¢ni
suradnici, psiholozi, sociolozi, nastavnici, stru¢njaci iz drustvenih i kulturnih djelatnosti, poznate
osobe itd.) koji su uklju¢eni u raspravu te svojim znanjima, stru¢nos¢u, kompetencijama i iskustvom
iznose svoje stavove, savjete i prijedloge za bolja rjeSenja problema o kojima se raspravlja. Od prve
Spikaonice, 2016. do danas, medu ostalim, obradene su teme i one vezane za multikulturalnost i
inkluziju. Ciljevi programa vezanih uz inkluzivhost su smanijiti izoliranost pojedinih drustvenih
skupina korisnika te im osigurati pravo na slobodan i besplatan pristup informacijama, gradi i
programima pod jednakim uvjetima za sve, bez obzira na dob, rasu, spol, vjersku, nacionalnu ili
kulturnu pripadnost, jezik, socijalni status, umne i tjelesne sposobnosti i vjeStine.

Abstract

Spikaonica is a constant program of Children’s Department of Petar Preradovi¢ Public Library
Bjelovar intended for students and teachers of the seventh and eighth grades of elementary school
and students and teachers of secondary schools. This program is designed as a cycle of 8
workshops or lectures that are held once a month at an agreed time during the school year. Each
Spikaonica has its own theme closely related to a specific date or occasion in the month in which it
is held at the national or international level, we indicate, for example, a healthy life, tolerance,
diversity, mental health, nature protection, cultural heritage, identity, etc. Young people have the
opportunity to actively participate, express their views and opinions.

The
idea is to connect the librarian profession and different groups of professionals interested in
working with young people (professional associates, psychologists, sociologists, teachers, experts
in social and cultural activities, famous people, etc.) who are involved in the discussion and with
their knowledge, expertise, competences and with experience, they present their views, advice
and suggestions for better solutions to the problems discussed. From the first Spikaonica held in
2016 up to today, among other topics, topics who were processed are multiculturalism and
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inclusion. The aim of the program is to reduce the isolation of certain social groups and ensure their
right to free access of information, materials and programs under the same rules for everyone,
instead of age, race, gender, religion, national or cultural affiliation, language, social status,
intellectual or physical abilities and skills.
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
