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Citanje ne poznaje granice

Sazetak

Citanje ne poznaje granice/Branje ne pozna meja medudrzavni je projekt koji provode
hrvatske i slovenske Skolske knjiznice u organizaciji Hrvatskoga knjizni¢arskog drustva i
Zveze bibliotekarskih drustev Slovenije.

Osnovna je svrha projekta unaprijediti ¢itanje i razumijevanje procitanoga, poticanje ¢itanja
naglas, pridobiti djecu kako bi Citala s voljom i radoS¢u i tako stekla naviku svakodnevnog
¢itanja, odnosno ucenja. Osim toga, ciljevi su projekta i unaprijediti upotrebu informacijsko-
komunikacijske tehnologije, razvijati razlicite vrste pismenosti, poticati istrazivacko ucenje
i kriticko misljenje. Provedbom projekta vazno je poticati djecju znatizelju kako bi se aktivno
i kvalitetno ukljucivala u istraZivanje nepoznatoga sluzedi se razlicitim informacijskim
izvorima.

Ciljevi projekta su takoder i upoznavanje djela hrvatske i slovenske djecje knjizevnosti,
hrvatskoga i slovenskoga jezika, povijesti i kulture te promocija hrvatskoga i slovenskoga
identiteta.

Na pocetku Skolske godine voditelji na drzavnoj razini povezu dvije Skole u partnerstvo,
nakon cega slijedi njihova suradnja na provedbi projekta kroz cikluse (nastavne godine). U
hrvatskim se Skolama ditaju prijevodi slovenskih autora, a u slovenskim Skolama prjevodi
hrvatskih autora. Pored ditanja i obrade knjizevnog djela, ucenici istrazuju povijesne i
kulturne znamenitosti kraja iz kojeg dolazi njihova partnerska Skola. Na kraju ciklusa
organizira se zavrdni susret na kojemu jedni drugima predstave svoj kraj i Skolu,
prezentiraju djela koja su Citali, aktivnosti kojima su Citanje popratili, medusobno se bolje
upoznaju te razmijene iskustva i dojmove.

Projektom poticanja ¢itanja djela autora susjedne zemlje potice se komunikacija ucenika
dviju zemalja, tolerancija razli¢itosti, multikulturalizam te promocija EU identiteta.

Projekt se provodi uz suglasnost Ministarstva znanosti, obrazovanja i mladih i uz potporu
strukovnih udruga: Hrvatske udruge Skolskih knjiznicara, Hrvatske mreze Skolskih
knjiznicara, Hrvatskog Citateljskog drustva te Veleposlanstva Republike Slovenije, a prosle
su Skolske godine u projektu sudjelovale 154 Skole s obje strane granice.

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Reading knows no borders

Abstract

Reading Knows No Borders (Citanje ne poznaje granice/Branje ne pozna meja) is an international
project conducted by Croatian and Slovenian school libraries, organized by the Croatian Library
Association and the Association of Library Societies of Slovenia.

The primary aim of the project is to improve reading comprehension and foster a love for reading
by encouraging children to read aloud, with the goal of engaging them to read willingly and joyfully.
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The project seeks to develop a daily reading habit while also enhancing the use of information and
communication technology (ICT), promoting various types of literacy, encouraging inquiry-based
learning, and fostering critical thinking. A key focus is on stimulating children's curiosity and
motivating them to actively explore new information using a variety of sources.

In addition to promoting reading and literacy, the project aims to introduce students to Slovenian
children's literature, language, history, and culture, while also reinforcing Croatian cultural identity.
At the start of each school year, state-level coordinators pair two schools, one Croatian and one
Slovenian, to work together throughout the academic cycle. In Croatian schools, students read
translations of Slovenian authors, while Slovenian students read translations of Croatian authors.
Along with reading and analyzing literary works, students also research the historical and cultural
landmarks of the region where their partner school is located. At the end of the cycle, a final
meeting is organized where students present their regions and schools, share the literary works
they have explored, discuss the activities that accompanied their reading, and exchange
experiences and impressions.

By encouraging students to read works from neighboring countries, the project promotes cross-
border communication, tolerance, multiculturalism, and the development of a shared European
identity. The project is supported by the Ministry of Science, Education, and Youth, along with
professional associations such as the Croatian Association of School Librarians, the Croatian
Network of School Librarians, and the Croatian Reading Association.
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
