SaZetak:

Jedan od ciljeva Gradske knjiznice ,,Ivan Goran Kovaci¢“ Karlovac, definiran i u StrateSkom planu,
rad je s ranjivim drusStvenim skupinama i promicanje razvoja inkluzivnog drustva. S obzirom na to
projektom Citajmo zajedno uz digitalne alate, koji su sufinancirali Ministarstvo kulture i medija
Republike Hrvatske i Grad Karlovac, nastojalo se poboljsati kvalitetu Zivota djece i mladih s
poteskoc¢ama u citanju pomocu novih tehnologija za citanje, ucenje i razumijevanje napisanog
teksta. Na racunalima na Odjelu za djecu i mladeZ omogucen je pristup aplikaciji Lexie koja olakSava
¢itanje i razumijevanje napisanog teksta djeci, mladima, ali i svim zainteresiranim osobama s
disleksijom i poteSko¢ama u ditanju. Aplikacija omogucuje prilagodbu teksta individualnim
potrebama osoba s potesko¢ama u ¢itanju (prilagodbu fonta, razmaka medu redovima, razmaka
medu rije¢ima u retku, naglaSavanje slogova, rastavljanje rijeci na slogove, prilagodbu boje
pozadine, naglasavanje retka koji se (ita, pretvaranje teksta u govor...), omogucuje umetanje
fotografija teksta iz knjiga, udZbenika ili mreZnih izvora koje se mogu pretvoriti u tekst i uredivati;
kreiranje skripti, dodavanje digitalnih knjiga i stvaranje virtualnih knjiznica te pristup lektirama
dostupnim na portalu eLektire i kratkim pri¢ama za vjezbu ¢itanja i razumijevanja. U sklopu projekta
osnovan je Citateljski klub za djecu i mlade s poteSko¢ama u Citanju i ucenju, s tjednim sastancima
na kojima su djeca i mladi pomocu aplikacije prilagodavali tekst lektira svojim potrebama, ¢itali ga,
slusali i razgovarali o procitanom; dodavali fotografije teksta iz udzbenika koji su pretvarali u tekst
i uredivali ga kako bi si olaksali u¢enje. Organizirana je edukacija i omogucen pristup digitalnom
alatu djelatnicima Skola i Skolskim knjizni¢arima u Karlovackoj Zupaniji, djelatnicima Veleudilista u
Karlovcu i Poliklinike za rehabilitaciju sluSanja i govorenja SUVAG te narodnim knjiznicama u
djelokrugu Zupanijske mati¢ne razvojne sluzbe. Brojne aktivnosti i edukacije provedene u sklopu
projekta Citajmo zajedno uz digitalne alate potvrdili su Gradsku knjiznicu ,,Ivan Goran Kovaci¢“ kao
prepoznatljivo inkluzivno srediSte u zajednici.

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Let’s Read Together with Digital Tools

Abstract

One of the goals of the Public Library “Ilvan Goran Kovaci¢” in Karlovac, as defined in its Strategic
Plan, is to work with vulnerable social groups and promote the development of an inclusive society.
In line with this, the project “Let’s Read Together with Digital Tools” co-financed by the Ministry of
Culture and Media of the Republic of Croatia and the City of Karlovac, aimed to improve the quality
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of life for children and young people with reading difficulties through new technologies for reading,
learning, and understanding written text. Computers in the Children’s and Youth Department
provide access to the Lexie application, which facilitates reading and understanding written text
for children, young people, and anyone with dyslexia and reading difficulties. application is a digital
tool that allows text to be adapted to the individual needs of people with reading difficulties
(adjusting font, line spacing, word spacing in a line, highlighting syllables, splitting words into
syllables, adjusting background color, highlighting the line being read, converting text to speech,
etc.). It enables the insertion of photos of text from books, textbooks, or online sources, which can
be converted into text and edited; creating scripts, adding digital books, creating virtual libraries,
and accessing required readings available on the eLektire portal and short stories for reading and
comprehension practice. As part of the project, a reading club for children and young people with
reading and learning difficulties was established, with weekly meetings where children and young
people used the application to adapt the text of required readings to their needs, read it, listened
toit, and discussed what they had read; they added photos of text from textbooks, converted them
into text, and edited it to facilitate learning. Training was organized and access to digital application
was provided to school staff and school librarians in Karlovac County, staff of the Polytechnic of
Karlovac, the SUVAG Polyclinic for Rehabilitation of Listening and Speaking, and public libraries
within the scope of the County Parent Library Development Service. Numerous activities and
trainings conducted within the project “Let’s Read Together with Digital Tools” have confirmed the
“Ivan Goran Kovaci¢” Public Library as a recognized inclusive center in the community.
