Iz primjera samoinicijativnog djelovanja davne 2012. godine putem projekta ,,Drenovska vrtlarica“
u ogranku GKR, dedukcijom iznalazim paralelu djelovanja u 2024. godini. Odrzivost se ui iz prakse
i ispreplic¢e viSe generacija korisnika narodne knjiznice — od suradnje sa vrti¢em iz susjedstva ili
korisnicima - stru¢njacima biodinamickog vrtlarenja, lokalnim planinarskim, gljivarskim drustvima,
Skolama i udrugama.

stolje¢a koja bi slicna djelovanja podigla na visi nivo sa vedim utjecajem na lokalne zajednice.
Takoder ¢u izloZiti povijesni pregled zelenih programa Gradske knjiZice Rijeka pocevsi sa ,,Sumom
Striborovom*, ,,Drenovskom vrtlaricom*, pokretanja Zelenog kutka GKR, projektom ZELDA i
brojnim drugim zelenim programima za djecu, mlade i odrasle. Na koncu, analizirati ¢u relevantnost

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Sustainability in libraries - cooperation and networking with local communities

Abstract:

Drawing from the self-initiated project Gardener from Drenova at a branch library in 2012, I can
deduce and analyze parallels for actions in 2024. Sustainability, in this context, is learned through
practical initiatives and spans across generations of public library users. These include
collaborations with neighborhood kindergartens, users who are experts in biodynamic gardening,
local mountaineering and mushroom-picking societies, schools, NGOs, and more. A local library can
serve as both a melting pot and a focal point for a green network within the community.

By 2024, promoting sustainability through libraries is no longer just a recommendation—it is a
necessity. In this analysis, | will explore the 21st-century tools available to librarians that can
enhance the impact of such activities on local communities. | will also reflect on the historical
development of green librarianship at the Rijeka City Library, starting with Suma Striborova, and
continuing through initiatives such as Drenovska Vrtlarica, Zeleni Kutak GKR, the ZELDA project, and
various other programs for both children and adults.

Finally, | will examine the significance of cooperation with local communities in ensuring the
sustainability of the library itself.
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
