Sazetak:

Program ,,Volim prirodu“ koji se odrzava u Gradskoj knjiznici Samobor na Odjelu za djecu i mlade,
je od pocetka, za cilj, imao objediniti edukativha predavanja i radionice posvecene prirodi, u jednu
cjelinu. Nakon godina obiljezavanja sporadi¢nih programa vezanih uz razne datume posvedene
»prirodnim danima“, objedinjavanje pod nazivom ,,Volim prirodu‘ je donijelo mnoge prednosti za
korisnike, a i za knjiznicu. Prepoznatljivost programa pocela se uvidati ve¢ nakon prve godine
odrzavanja.

Pronalazak zainteresiranih skupina (razreda i grupa) postao je mnogo laksi pri spomenu naziva
programa. Kvaliteta organizacije, ponudene teme, relevantni predavadi i zanimljive prakti¢ne
radionice, postale su pozeljan oblik edukacije i upoznavanja s knjiznicom te temama koje program
nudi.

Tako se kroz deset godina odrZavanja programa na plakatima mogu iscitati raznolike teme i naslovi
predavanja. Od prezentacija o zastiti prirodnih staniSta, vaznosti i promociji o¢uvanja prirodne
bastine i okruZenja, preko prakti¢nih radionica sadnje i brige o biljkama do utjecaja ljudi te razgovora
i gostovanja stru¢njaka iz domene turizma.

Vazno je naglasiti promociju programa koja se odvija u suradniji s lokalnim medijima (radio, novine,
web stranice Grada) kao i promociju preko drustvenih mreza.

Znacajnu ulogu u provodenju programa ima suradnja s mnogobrojnim ustanovama i udrugama
civilnog drustva. Javne ustanove koje djeluju na podrucju Samobora, trgovacka drustva s primarnim
zadatkom Cistoce grada, doprinose ostvarivoj stru¢noj suradniji. Tako je npr. Javna ustanova Park
prirode Zumberak- Samoborsko gorje, zadnjih desetak godina u knjiznici odrZala preko 30
edukativnih predavanja o raznim temama.

Program se temelji na edukativnim predavanjima, prezentacijama te prakti¢nim radionicama. Sa
Zeljom da program potakne i pro-aktivno djelovanje kod djece i mladih, iznimno se njeguje suradnja
s Udrugama civilnog drustva i sportskim klubovima koji promicu boravak i bavljenje sportom na
otvorenom kao npr.: planinarenje, biciklizam, orijentacijsko trcanje, alpinizam i speleologija,
izvida¢i. Clanovi klubova i drustava prezentiraju svoj rad i djelovanje uz prikaz prakti¢nih vjestina te
tako program nudi konkretan sadrzaj djecii mladima i potice njihov angazman u aktivhom bavljenju
sportom, promisljanju o prirodi i njenom ocuvanju. Takvo sudjelovanje pridonosi osobnom razvoju
kao i razvoju zajednice.

Takoder se predstavljaju i razne prirodne turisticke atrakcije u okolici ali i Sire. Kroz program se
predstavljaju Nacionalni parkovi te Parkovi prirode, koji se vrlo rado odazivaju, a u sklopu njihovih
promocija korisnici se susre¢u sa mnogobrojnim edukativnim materijalima koje Parkovi proizvode
za svoje posjetitelje kao i ljudima koji iz svog radnog iskustva prenose zanimljivosti svog mjesta kao
Sto je to npr. Cuvar prirode u Nacionalnom parku Sjeverni Velebit koji je podijelio svoje uzbudljive
susrete s medvjedima.

Tjedan promice neformalno ucenje, a i nagraduje. Za potrebe programa osmisljena je posebna web
stranica na staroj web domeni knjiznice (www.gks.hr/kviz/) koja sluzi kao platforma za objavljivanje
edukativnih kvizova. Kvizove osmisljavaju djelatnice knjiznice u suradnji sa sponzorima nagrada sto
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obi¢no ukljucuje ulaznice za parkove prirode ili nacionalne parkove prirode ili neke druge prigodne
nagrade za izvrsnost u znanju tj rjeSavanju kviza. Posebnost edukativnih kvizova je Sto poticu
traZenje informacija pomocu dodatnih linkova u postavljenom pitanju na relevantne stranice i vrlo
su vrijedan dodatak programu.

Ciy Library Samobor program ,,Volim prirodu“

Abstract:

The Volim prirodu (I love nature) program, which is held in the City Library Samobor at the
Department for Children and Young People, has from the beginning aimed to unite educational
lectures and workshops dedicated to nature into one whole. After years of marking sporadic
programs related to various dates dedicated to "natural days", unification under the name I love
nature brought many advantages for users and for the library. The recognizability of the program
began to be seen already after the first year of holding it.

Finding interested groups (classes and groups) became much easier when mentioning the name of
the program. The quality of the organization, the topics offered, relevant lecturers and interesting
practical workshops have become a desirable form of education and familiarization with the library
and the topics offered by the program.

Thus, throughout the ten years of the program, various topics and lecture titles can be read on the
posters. From presentations on the protection of natural habitats, the importance and promotion
of preserving natural heritage and the environment, through practical workshops on planting and
caring for plants, to the influence of people, and finnaly talks with expert guests from the field of
tourism.

It is important to emphasize the promotion of the program that takes place in cooperation with
local media (radio, newspapers, City websites) as well as promotion through social networks.

A significant role in the implementation of the program is played by cooperation with numerous
institutions and associations of civil society. Public institutions operating in Samobor, commercial
companies with the primary task of keeping the city clean, contribute to realizable professional
cooperation. Thus, for example, the public institution Zumberak Nature Park - Samoborsko gorje
has held over 30 educational lectures on various topics in the library for the past ten years.

The program is based on educational lectures, presentations and practical workshops.

With the desire for the program to encourage pro-active action among children and young people,
cooperation with civil society associations and sports clubs that promote outdoor recreation and
sports such as: hiking, cycling, orienteering, alpinism and speleology, scouts are extremely
cherished. Members of clubs and societies present their work and activities along with practical
skills, thus the program offers concrete content to children and young people and encourages their
engagement in active sports, thinking about nature and its preservation. Such participation
contributes to personal development as well as community development.

Various natural tourist attractions in the surrounding area and beyond are also presented. Through
the program, National Parks and Nature Parks are presented, which are very happy to respond, and
as part of their promotions, users encounter numerous educational materials that the Parks
produce for their visitors. Also, the people who, from their work experience, convey the interesting
things of their working place, such as a nature guard in the Northern Velebit National Park who
shared his exciting encounters with bears.
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The week promotes and rewards informal learning. For the needs of the program, a special website
was designed on the library's old web domain (www.gks.hr/kviz/), which serves as a platform for
publishing educational quizzes. The quizzes are designed by the library staff in cooperation with
the sponsors of prizes, which usually include tickets to nature parks or national nature parks or
some other appropriate prizes for excellence in knowledge, i.e. solving quizzes. The special feature
of educational quizzes is that they encourage the search for information using additional links in
the question to relevant pages and are a very valuable addition to the program.

All the above was designed to offer users quality content and be part in their education and
development, so that they can, through their growing up and adulthood, appreciate nature and be
aware of its role.
