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Zeleni festival – Karlovačka zelena priča 

 

Sažetak  
Gradska knjižnica „Ivan Goran Kovačić“ nastoji biti zeleni lider i čuvar okoliša u lokalnoj zajednici, a 
da bi to uspjela, oblikovan je strateški plan ustanove s posebnim ciljem „razvoj zelenog poslovanja 
i zelenih knjižničnih usluga za korisnike“. Zelenu priču zaokružili smo, uz sve dosadašnje aktivnosti, 
Zelenim festivalom – Karlovačkom zelenom pričom koji se odvija od 2020. i realiziran je u suradnji s 
udrugama i ustanovama na nacionalnoj i međunarodnoj razini. Koncept festivala sastoji se od 
predavanja, izložbi, predstavljanja knjiga, radionica za djecu, posterskih izlaganja i sajma OPG-ova. 
Cilj mu je poticanje multidisciplinarne suradnje u provedbi programa koji motiviraju i potiču razvoj 
programa u zelenim knjižnicama te podizanje svijesti o ekologiji. Od samog su se početka provodili 
vrednovanje aktivnosti festivala te anketno istraživanje, što je osiguralo prikupljanje podataka na 
sustavnoj razini kako bi se omogućilo planiranje i tematsko koncipiranje skupova u budućnosti.

The Green Festival – Karlovac Green Story 
 
Abstract:  
The Public Library "Ivan Goran Kovačić" strives to be a green leader and guardian of the 
environment in the local community, and in order to succeed, it was shaped by the institution's 
strategic plan with the special goal of "developing green business and green library services for 
users". In addition to all previous activities, we rounded off the Green Story with the Green Festival 
- Karlovac Green Story, which has been taking place since 2020 and was realized in cooperation with 
associations and institutions at the national and international level. The concept of the festival 
consists of lectures, exhibitions, book presentations, workshops for children, poster presentations 
and a fair of OPGs. Its goal is to encourage multidisciplinary cooperation in the implementation of 
programs that motivate and encourage the development of programs in green libraries and raise 
awareness of ecology. From the very beginning, evaluation of the Festival's activities and survey 
research were carried out, which ensured the collection of data on a systematic level in order to 
enable the planning and thematic conception of gatherings in the future.
